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The “Saturday Night Lights” series 
continued on January 19 with the 
$72,000 NetJets Grand Prix CSI 2* and 
Olympian Mario Deslauriers (CAN) 
and Amsterdam 27 scoring a win 
under the lights at the Palm Beach 
International Equestrian Center in 
the second week of the 2019 Winter 
Equestrian Festival (WEF).

There were 45 entries in the grand 
prix, and eight were able to go clear 
over a course designed by Oscar 
Soberon of Mexico. 

First to return over the short course 
were Juan Pablo Betancourt (COL) 
and My Way, who set the pace with 
a clear round in 38.72 seconds that 
would hold up for fourth place. Zoe 
Conter (BEL) and Stephex Stables’ 
Dragonfly de Longchamps also put in 
a clear round, but in a slower 39.93 
seconds for fifth place.

Eventual third-place finishers Capt. 
Brian Cournane (IRL) and Armik took 
over the lead next in the jump-off by 
finishing clear in 38.48 seconds, but 
the lead changed hands two horses 
later when Olympian Lauren Hough 
(USA) and Wyndmont’s Valinski S 
lowered the winning time to 37.28 
seconds.

“As I left after my round in the 
jump-off, I knew I left the door open 
a touch,” said Hough, who only got 
the ride on the 17-year-old KWPN 
gelding by Nijinski x Julius this winter. 
“I slowed down quite a bit to the 
double. After going very fast the other 
day, I felt a touch on the flat side, so I 
didn’t take every risk there. Mario had 

a super round. I couldn’t be happier 
with [Valinski].” 

Cournane and Armik won classes 
at the Bromont CSI 3* and Old Salem 
Farm Spring CSI 2* in 2018, but Armik 
“hasn’t gone fast in a jump-off like 
that before,” said Cournane. “I really 
want to teach him to do it nice and be 
quick to the jumps and with the nice, 
short turnbacks under the lights, so it 
was an education for him.”

He added, “I’m really excited about 
him. He’s owned by my mother and 
father-in-law, Bob and Christine 
Stiller. They’ve been great to me. They 
own most of my best horses.”

“I just want to commend the 
course builder,” said Hough. “He 
did a fantastic job all week. This is 
a really difficult week to build, and 
he got perfect numbers in both [the 
WEF Challenge Cup and grand prix] 
classes.”

Going second to last, Deslauriers 
and Amsterdam 27, owned by Wishing 
Well Farm LLC, set the fastest clear 
round of the night in 36.59 seconds 
for victory.

“I wheeled back very close on 
the oxer, and then I had a very good 
[fence] number 15 across the middle,” 
said Deslauriers of his jump-off ride. “I 
was quick to the double, and I stayed 
out for the last eight [strides] because 
I have a big step, so I didn’t need to 
slow down. Everything kind of worked 
out perfectly in the jump-off. Usually 

The first Hermès Under 25 Grand 
Prix of the season was held as the first 
class in the International Arena on 
Sunday and had 44 entries competing 
over a course designed by Oscar 
Soberon of Mexico. Six were clear to 
advance to the jump-off.

Taking the top prize in the $25,000 
class was Eugenio Garza Perez and 
Caracas, who flew through the timers 
in the jump-off with no faults in a 
time of 38.08 seconds. They were 
chasing the time of 38.41 seconds 
set by second place finishers Ailish 
Cunniffe (USA) and Whipstick Farm 
Ltd’s Baloucento 2. Third place 
went to Manuel Fernandez Hache 
(DOM), who rode Divin du Haras 
des Barrages, owned by Aristides 
Fernandez Zucco, to a clear round in 
41.97 seconds. 

“I think Caracas is a very fast horse. 
He covers a lot of ground and doesn’t 
take a lot of time at the jump. I was 
lucky enough to go at the end,” said 
Garza of his jump-off ride. “I got to 
see these two guys go. I saw Ailish go, 
and I knew she’s very fast; I’ve gone 
up against [her] many times. She’s 
really fast, so we knew we had to give 
it our best and Caracas was there with 
me every step of the way and we had 
a good run.” 

Garza (22), started showing 
Caracas in October of 2018. “He’s 
a relatively new horse,” he said of 
the 10-year-old Holsteiner gelding 
by Cachas. “He’s a real winner. He’s 
extremely careful; he’s brave. He’s an 
all-around really nice horse, and I am 
really lucky to have him.”

For 21-year-old Cunniffe, the 
Hermès U25 Grand Prix series 
gives her the perfect opportunity to 
compete at a high level while also 
being a full-time student at Southern 
Methodist University.

“I only come here every other 
weekend,” she explained. “I’ve been 
doing the series for four years now; it’s 
an amazing series. It is a really good 
step in between the high amateurs or 
high juniors and the doing the upper 
level classes against really top riders, 
especially here in Florida.”

Also riding a newer horse in the 
U25 grand prix was Fernandez Hache 
(24). He and Divin du Haras des 
Barrages started together in October. 
“We did a few classes in December 
before I went back home for the 
holidays, and we just got back and 
this is our first time out,” he said. “I 
think we are getting to know each 
other a lot more, and I think he is a 
very competitive horse. We will see 
how far we can get.”

“Thank you to Hermès for being 
the sponsor and supporting the sport 
for under 25 [riders],” said Fernandez 
Hache, who is competing in his third 
and final year of the series. “I think it 
is a very good place where we can all 
move up and learn about the different 
atmospheres for jumping international 
classes. It is very, very competitive 
and very interesting. We get a better 
look at what really comes when we 
progress.”

She noted, “Valinski was fantastic all week, and I’m so grateful to 
have the ride. He’s a wonderful horse, and he’s been wonderful with so 
many riders.”

Grand Hunter Field one last time, Private 
Practice once again displayed winning 
form as a hunter and sealed the victory for 
him and Wolf.

Gochman and the Gochman Sport 
Horses’ 15-year-old Westphalian gelding 
(by Cornet Obolensky) took home the 
reserve championship. The duo earned 
placings of two firsts, two seconds, and 
an eighth.

While Wolf has owned the nine-year-old 
Holsteiner gelding by Lordanos for several 
years, the mount is entirely new to him to 
ride.

Ireland’s Darragh Kenny and 
the nine-year-old bay Anglo 
European Studbook gelding, Billy 
Dorito (Billy Mexico x Vechta), who 
were previously successful during 
Week 1 of WEF, bested a field of 
68 competitors to take the blue in 
Wednesday’s $6,000 Bainbridge 
1.40m Speed Challenge.

The USA’s Laura Chapot and the 
12-year-old Anglo-European mare, 
Out of Ireland, were the only pair 

to closely contest Kenny’s time and 
maintain no faults. The duo gave 
their best effort across the field 
and ultimately just missed Kenny’s 
time to finish on 26.998 seconds. 
Third place went to Wilhelm Genn 
(GER) on Eduardo Leon’s Dirocco 
Blue, who had two faults in 29.382 
seconds.

A starting field of 100 entries 
faced off in Thursday’s featured 
event, the $36,000 Equinimity WEF 

Challenge Cup CSI 2*, with 15 
advancing to jump off over the Oscar 
Soberon (MEX) designed short 
course. 

As the sixth pair to return for 
the jump-off, Lauren Hough (USA) 
and Valinski S tripped the timers in 
an unbeatable clear round time of 
38.812 seconds. In clinching the win, 
Hough edged out fellow U.S. Olympic 
veteran McLain Ward who finished in 
second place with a time of 39.449 
seconds aboard Queen Jane, owned 
by Walstib Stables LLC. Rounding 
out the top three with a time of 
39.550 seconds were Alex Granato 
and Carlchen W, owned by Page 
Tredennick. 

Also earning a jumper win in 
the main International Arena on 
Thursday was the USA’s Peter Wylde, 
who topped the $8,000 Douglas 
Elliman 1.45m Open Jumpers riding 
Canamera 2 for owner Kathleen 
Kamine.

Mckayla Langmeier and her 
eight-year-old gelding Bon Vivant 
(Bustique x Doris Day V Overis Z), 
competed in the high junior jumpers 
last year and decided to test the 
waters in their first FEI class, the 
$6,000 Bainbridge 1.40M speed 
class on Friday, January 18. The pair 
went towards the end of the line-up, 

putting in a fast and clear round of 
58.77 seconds to top the class. 

Andrew Kocher (USA) aboard the 
eight-year-old mare Abelone O.T 
Lowlands Z (Andiamo Z x Dawn O.T. 
Lowlands Z) came in a close second 
by only 0.09 seconds. Third place 
went to Kelli Cruciotti (USA) riding 
3 Seas, LLC’s Grandy De Laubry 
(Chin Chin x Cerimpta De Laubry) 
with only a 0.11 second difference 
between her and Kocher. 

Out of 77 entries in the first round 
of the $36,000 CaptiveOne Advisors 
1.45m Classic, nine found the path to 
a clear round. In the jump-off, there 
were five double clears, led by the 
fastest time of 37.26 seconds set by 
Shota Ogomori (JPN) on SIG Captain 
America, owned by SIG International 
Inc. Ogomori went seventh out of 
nine in the jump-off and was able to 
keep a blazing pace throughout the 
shortened course.

Second in the class went to 
Luiz Francisco de Azevedo (BRA) 
on Collin, owned by Santa Cecilia 
Stables. They were clear in 37.53 
seconds, missing the top time by just 
3/100ths of a second. Andrew Welles
