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At Federation licensed competitions horses, more than 7 
months of age, entering the grounds must be accompanied by 
documentation of Equine Influenza Virus and Equine Herpes 
Virus (Rhinopneumonitis) vaccinations within six months (180 
days) prior to entering the stables. Horses not in compliance 
with this rule may be required to leave the competition grounds 
upon request by Competition Management. Documentation 
should consist of one of the following methods mentioned 
below. The frequency of vaccine administration should be per 
the vaccine manufacturers’ or veterinarian’s recommendations. 
It is recommended that vaccines are administered by or under 
the direction of a veterinarian.

2. In the case of vaccines administered by a veterinarian, the 
exhibitor, upon request by Competition Management, must 
provide documentation from the veterinarian on documenting 
that the horse in question received the vaccinations; name of 
the vaccines and date of vaccine administration.

3. In the case of vaccines administered by a person other than 
a veterinarian, the exhibitor, upon request by Competition 
Management, must provide a receipt of the vaccine purchase 
which is signed by the owner, or agent with care, custody, and 
control of the horse; name, serial number and expiration date 
of the vaccine; and date of vaccine administration. 

4. In the case of a horse that is unable to receive either of the 
vaccinations due to a history of adverse reactions, the 
exhibitor, upon request by Competition Management, must 
provide a letter from the veterinarian on official letterhead 
stating that the horse in question cannot be vaccinated due to 
medical concerns and a log of temperatures taken twice daily 
for the seven days prior to entering the competition grounds. 

These horses must also have their temperature taken and 
logged twice daily while on the competition grounds. 

The log of temperatures should be provided to the 
Competition Management, steward, or technical delegate 
when requested.

5. A current negative coggins test. Please renew before it 
expires, and not just before it is necessary to leave the state. It 
is strongly recommended that all horses be vaccinated for 
Equine EHV-1 (either modified live or killed vaccine) no sooner 
than 7 days prior and no later than 180 days prior to entering 
the show grounds. Most EHV-1 vaccines are only considered 
effective for 180 days. Check with your veterinarian about 
which vaccine you use.

6. Once the horse leaves the facility you may be required to 
show a new Statement Of Health upon your return to the 
facility. Current vaccination against WNV, EEE, WEE, Tetanus 
and Rabies is strongly recommended

7. You should be able to document your horses normal 
temperature before arrival. Please do not ship horses with 
elevated temperatures. It is recommended that you establish a 
log of temperatures taken at least twice daily. If there is an 
elevated temperature for more than a 24 hour period, please 
consult your local Veterinarian immediately.

8. Every effort should be made to minimize stress and 
commingling of horses shipped long distances. Extra hours on 
a horse van, or moving from stable to stable is the fastest way 
to compromise your horses’ and your neighbors horses’ health.

9. Any horse on the show grounds with a fever of unknown 
origin or of suspicious origin must be reported to ESP 
Management. It is always better to err on the side safety. 
Isolation stalls will either be available on the grounds or at a 
local veterinary practice if the need arises.

10. Please take the time to review equine good hygiene 
practices and impress its importance to your groom in 
everyday care.

You will need to present coggins and Flu/Rhino vaccine 
information before you can pick up back numbers.

The Battle of Sexes is an exhibition competition between a team of 10 female riders and a team of 10 male riders competing at 
the WEF Circuit invited by management in its sole discretion. Riders may ride a horse of their choice in each phase or the same 
horse in one or more phases. This is a three-phase competition made up as follows:

Phase I Table C FEI art 239 
Faults under Table C are penalized with 2 seconds added per knockdown, which are added to the time taken by the competitor 
to complete his round or by elimination. 

All 10 riders from each team take part. The scoring is based on head to head competition between male and female riders with 
the winner of each head to head receiving 1 point for their team therefore the maximum points available for a team is 10. 

Phase II GCC Relay Format
The teams are made up of three riders. Each team will have three teams. The course will be made up of three consecutive 
courses, 6 obstacles per course at 1.20. It will be judged as one course of 18 obstacles under Table III faults converted with 2 
seconds added for each knock down. Rider #1 goes through the start and completes fences 1-6. Rider #2 starts when rider ones 
horse lands after fence #6, Jumping fences 7-12. Rider #3 starts when rider ones horse lands after fence #12 Jumping fences 
13-18 and crosses the final finish line. The team with the fastest time over the 18 fences will be the winner of the heat. 5 points are 
awarded for each team heat winner therefore the maximum points available for a team is 15. 

GCC Relay Format Scoring Clarifications:

2 Seconds added for each rail.
4 seconds added total — for a refusal with knockdown.
5 seconds will be added in the event the next team member in sequence leaves the ground jumping fence #7 or #13 before the 
previous team members horses front two feet land from fence #6 or #12 respectively. The ground Judges at Fence #7 and fence 
#13 will signal a 5 second penalty by raising a red flag. 

Fifteen seconds will be added for any fall of a horse or rider. The clock will stop. A tone will be sounded when it is safe for the 
next team member to take over in the course where the previous team member fell. 

Each team rider is permitted only two refusals. If rider #1 or rider #2 are eliminated for two refusals or a fall of horse or rider the 
next team member in sequence is responsible for taking over in the course where the previous team member left off. If rider #3 
is eliminated, rider #1 is responsible for taking over in the course where the previous team member left off.

The decision of the ground jury is final.

Phase III Match Race FEI art 272 
This competition involves a head-to-head match race between an individual male vs. female rider. The match race will occur over 
identical courses under FEI Table C Art. 239 with 3 seconds added per knockdown. All 10 riders from each team take part. Each 
winner gets three points for their team. Therefore, the maximum points available for a team is 30. 

Draw: Each team will choose its own Captain. The Captains list their 5 riders for Phase I. A flip of a coin will take place for which 
team goes first in phase I. Phase II The captains will decide their order list from 1 to 10. The five riders not involved with phase I 
will go at the top of the order in phase II. The leading team will go first in the Table C. After that the teams rotate i.e. if the 
Female team is drawn first then rider A from females goes first, followed by rider A from the males, next to go will be rider B 
from the males, followed by rider B from the females and so on. The Captains decide the line up for the Match Race. The leading 
team will have the first choice of the side in which they wish to start. After the first round, the teams will alternate sides.

In the event of a tie of the overall event the captains flip a coin to see who starts and they pick one rider each to continue head-
to-head in one final heat. The riders will wear team jerseys provided by management.

All horses entered in the International Hunter Derby class must 
jog for soundness during the Official Jog prior to the start of 
the first round in order to compete.

JOG FORMAT – BEGINNING DECEMBER 1, 2021

A. All horses entered in the International Hunter Derby class 
must jog for soundness during the Official Jog prior to the 
start of the first round in order to compete. The Official Jog 
must be held within 12 hours of the start of the first round. 
This jog will be run in a manner similar to an FEI jog.

B. A horse must be officially entered in the class before it will 
be allowed tojog.

C. Proper attire is required (i.e., riding clothes or proper attire 
which an exhibitor would wear to

compete in a model class).

D. All horses must be presented at the Official Jog with their 
actual competition number and wearing a conventional 
hunter bridle, including noseband.

E. The judging panel for the Official Jog shall consist of the 
competition veterinarian and a minimum of one judge from 
the judging panels officiating for the class.

F. The jog surface must be level. Horses shall be evaluated 
from the side and following consultation withthe veterinarian, 
the decision of the participating judge(s) is final and binding 
and not subject to further appeal of any kind.

G. If a horse does not pass the jog; the exhibitor may request 
to re-present the horse to the judge(s). The judge(s) may 
decide to allow the horse to re-present at any time up to one 
hour prior to the start of the class. The vet and one of the 
judges from the original panel must be present

STABLING/SCHOOLING
A. All horses competing in the Derby class must be on the 
competition grounds a minimum of 24 hours prior to the start 
of the first round of the class.
B. All horses will be monitored and must remain on the 
competition grounds until the horse is finished competing in 
the Derby class. Any horse that leaves the premises prior to 
completing its participation in the Derby class is disqualified.
C. All horses must be ridden in official horse show schooling 
areas unless competition management designates a specific 
schooling area for derby horses. Riders must wear the horses’ 
competition number while mounted.

STANDARD HUNT AND GO FORMAT
a. The Classic Hunter Round, consisting of 7-8 fences with 2 
high options, shall be judged on quality, movement, jumping 
style, manners and way of going.

b. After the completion of the classic round horses will pick up 
their pace and pass through a set of

markers to begin their handy portion of the class. The Handy 
Hunter Round, consisting of 5-8 fences with 2 high options, 
shall be judged on quality, movement, jumping style, manners 
and way of going. Pace, brilliance, and a shorter track are to 
be rewarded. A horse/rider may not jump decorations or other 
obstacles in order to create a shorter track.

c. Two scores will be given by each judging panel, with one 
score for the Classic Round and one score for the Handy 
Round. Bonus points of one point per high option jump will 
be added to each judging panel’s score. The scores from each 
panel will be added together to determine the total score and 
placement. Prior to the start of the class one judging panel 
must be designated as the tiebreaker.

d. A judging assistant must be present during all phases of 
the competition. The duties of the judging assistant include 
notifying the Judges if a rail comes down and when a horse 
jumps the higher height option fences. The judging assistant is 
not required to be a licensed official and is not responsible for 
the scoring of the judging panels. A competition staff member 
may fill thisrole.

e. The Option Bonus Score of one additional point for each 
higher height option fence jumped must be awarded even if 
there is a refusal, rail down or loss of good jumping style at that 
higher height option fence, providing that the horse- and-rider 
combination does jump the higher height option fence.

b.	 Riders and Trainers must have a current WCHR enrollment to participate in this class.

c.	 Horses must be registered with USHJA to participate in this class.

d.	 Open to Professionals, Amateurs, and Juniors. Riders may qualify a maximum of two (2) horses for this class.

e.	 The Spectacular will count for HOTY points and money won (where applicable) in the section declared at the time of entry, 
	 the horse must be eligible for the section and jump the corresponding height in the Spectacular class. The two-round stand-alone 

Hunter Classic point scale will be utilized when awarding National HOTY bonus points. See HU173.9(b). 

f.	 HOTY points and money won will only be awarded towards a declared Hunter section for HOTY points if the horse competes in the 
declared section a minimum of five (5) times during the competition year.

g.	 Each horse-and-rider combination must declare the height at which they will show when they enter the class.

h.	 This class will be conducted under USEF General Rules and drug testing procedures.

i.	 All horses entered in the class must jog for soundness before the start of the class to be eligible to compete.

i.	 Formal attire is requested.
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j.	 Invitations will be extended to:

i.	 The winning rider of the 2021 WCHR Palm Beach Hunter Spectacular. 
Invitee may ride the horse of their choice* but must designate the 
height at which the horse-and-rider combination is eligible and will 
compete.*Amateur Owner riders must compete on a horse that either they 
or a member of their family owns per HU136.

ii.	 The Champion and Reserve Champion rider of the 2021 WCHR West 
Coast Hunter Spectacular. The Invitee may ride the horse of their choice* 
but must designate the height at which the horse-and-rider combination is 
eligible and will compete.*Amateur Owner riders must compete on a horse 
that either they or a member of their family owns per HU136.

iii.	 The Champion and Reserve Champion rider of the 2021 WCHR Summer 
Hunter Spectacular. The Invitee may ride the horse of their choice but 
must designate the height at which the horse will compete and confirm 
eligibility.* Amateur owner riders must compete on a horse that either they 
or a member of their family owns per HU136. 

iv.	 The 2021 WCHR Junior and Amateur Owner 3’6” National Champions 
AND the winners of the Junior and Amateur Owner 3’6” Challenge. Invitees 
may ride the horse of their choice* but must designate the height at which 
the horse-and-rider combination is eligible and will compete.*Amateur 
Owner riders must compete on a horse that either they or a member of 
their family owns per HU136.

v.	 The winning rider of the WCHR Professional Challenge AND the WCHR 
Professional Finals at the 2021 Capital Challenge Horse Show, and the 2021 
WCHR Professional National Champion. Invitees may ride the horse of 
their choice but must designate the height at which the horse-and- rider 
combination is eligible and will compete.

vi.	 The 2021 WCHR Developing Professional National Champion AND 
the winner of the Developing Professional Challenge at the 2021 Capital 
Challenge Horse Show. Invitees may ride the horse of their choice but must 
designate the height at which the horse-and-rider combination is eligible 
and will compete.

vii.	The Champion and Reserve Champion horse-and-rider combinations 
of the WCHR hunter sections 3’6” or higher during the 2022 WCHR 
Spectacular week at WEF. If the Champion or Reserve Champion horse-
and-rider combination from any section declines to participate then WCHR 
may choose to invite the 3rd and 4th place horse-and-rider combinations of 
that same section to compete. To be eligible to compete, a horse must have 
finished the section as one of the top four point earning horses over fences.

k.	 A horse must be ridden by the same rider throughout the entire 
hunter section (exception: under saddle classes) to be eligible to compete 
in the 2022 WCHR Hunter Spectacular of Palm Beach. Qualifying to 
compete in the WCHR Hunter Spectacular is based on the horse-and-rider 
combination; no horse or rider substitutions allowed.

l.	 Those riders who pre-qualify for the WCHR Hunter Spectacular through 
a bye (see I.j.i- I.j.v) must utilize that bye through entering a horse of their 
choice (see rules in see I.j.i- I.j.v) and then may qualify one additional horse 
out of the eligible hunter sections. When a rider with one (1) bye qualifies 
two (2) horses out of the eligible hunter sections the horse with fewer 
points in their hunter section must be used for the bye.

m.	 In the case that a rider pre-qualifies with two (2) byes he/she must 
utilize both of those byes. In the event that a rider has two (2) byes, he/she 
may not qualify any additional horse out of the eligible hunter sections.

n.	 When qualifying from more than one section, the qualifying horse-and-
rider combination will compete in the Spectacular from the section from 
which they have the highest number of points on the championship chart. 
In the case of an equal amount of points in more than one (1) section, the 
horse-and-rider combination will compete in the Spectacular from the 
section from which they first qualified.

o.	 Horse-and-rider combinations will compete at the respective height of 
the section from which they qualified or in the case of invitees, at any one 
respective height for which they are eligible.

p.	 In fairness to all potential entrants, declarations from Professionals to 
show in the WCHR Hunter Spectacular, whether utilizing a bye or qualifying 
from one (1) of the following hunter sections: Green 3’6”, Green 3’9”, Green 
Conformation, High Performance Conformation, Performance Working 
Hunter 3’6” and High Performance Working Hunter, must be made with 
USHJA staff at the USHJA/WCHR tent and in the Horse Show office by 
noon on Friday, February 18, 2022.

q.	 Declarations from Juniors and Amateurs must be made within one (1) 
hour of the conclusion of each rider’s last eligible section. (i.e., Juniors after 
the final Junior Hunter Section and Amateurs after the final Amateur Owner 
Hunter Section). This will allow WCHR to extend timely invitations to the 
next eligible rider should someone decline to participate.

II.	 HOTY Points/ Money Won

a.	 In order for HOTY points to be awarded, riders must complete a USHJA/
WCHR Declaration Form prior to the class.  

b.	 Points accrued by horses shown by Professionals may be awarded to: 
Green 3’6”, Performance 3’6”, Green Conformation 3’6”, Green 3’9”, High 
Performance Conformation, High Performance Hunter. 

c.	 Points accrued by horses shown by Juniors or Amateurs may be 
awarded to: Amateur Owner 3’6” 18-35, 36 and Over, Junior 3’6” Large 
Younger, Large Older, Small Younger, Small Older.

d.	 The Spectacular will count for HOTY points and money won (where 
applicable) in the section declared at the time of entry, for which the 
horse must be eligible and that corresponds to the height jumped in the 
Spectacular. The two-round stand- alone Hunter Classic point scale will be 
utilized when awarding National HOTY bonus points. See HU173.9(b). 

e.	 HOTY points and money won will only be awarded towards a declared 
Hunter section for HOTY points if the horse competes in the declared 
section a minimum of five (5) times during the competition year.

f.	 The Spectacular class does not count towards WCHR Points.

a.	 All riders in the top 12 overall (or their designated representative if they 
are not available) must ride for ribbons in order to receive prize money.

b.	 Winner receives: Cooler, Dark Continent perpetual Trophy, Let’s Dance 
Perpetual Trophy and Sponsor award (if available).

c.	 Bridle ribbons and Neck Sashes: 1st-12th.

d.	 Competition management may offer additional awards (e.g., 
highest placing junior owner, highest placing amateur, highest placing 
thoroughbred, highest placing rider competing on only one entry in the 
class).

vi.	 Flat cups may only be used for obstacles involving logs and/or in 
accordance with Federation rules.

d.	 Classic Hunter Style Round (First Round)

i.	  A minimum of 10 obstacles must be offered in the Classic Hunter Style 
Round.

ii.	 At least one in and out.

iii.	 At least one bending line. Approaches to jumps and/or bending lines off 
both leads.

iv.	 At least one line with an unrelated distance.

v.	 At least one fence with a long approach.

e.	 Playoff Handy Round (Second Round)

i.	 A minimum of 10 obstacles must be offered in the Second Round.

ii.	 The course should simulate riding over hunt country. Gimmicky options 
are not appropriate.

iii.	 At least one in and out.

iv.	 At least one bending line. Approaches to jumps and/or bending lines off 
both leads.

v.	 At least one line with an unrelated distance.

vi.	 At least one fence with a long approach.

vii.	Management may also include: hand gallop between markers, halt, pen/
circle of jumps, snake jump or a V jump that can be jumped 

as a bounce, one stride or two stride. The course designer may offer a 
designated optional track, riders that attempt this track will accumulate 5 
bonus points.

viii.	The top twelve (12) horses from the first round, after all ties are broken, 
are eligible to return for the second round. 

VI.	Competition Requirements

a.	 An Officials Meeting will be held prior to the Riders Meeting. Judges, 
Course Designer, Steward, and Competition Manager are required to meet 
prior to the start of the class to review the specifications and judging 
system.

b.	 A Riders Meeting will be held prior to the start of the class to answer any 
questions regarding the course and class specifications. The meeting will be 
conducted by a USHJA/WCHR Representative assisted by management, a 
large R licensed Steward, one officiating Judge and the Course Designer.

c.	 All horses entered in the class must jog for soundness before the start 
of the class to be eligible to compete. The designated jog area, time and 
order will be determined by management and conducted prior to the 
course walk. Once the Jog order is posted, no further substitutions are 
permitted. All horses must be presented at the Official Jog with their 
actual competition number and wearing a conventional hunter bridle and 
noseband.

B. A horse must be officially entered in the class before it will be allowed to jog.
C. Proper attire is required (i.e., riding clothes or proper attire which an 
exhibitor would wear to
compete in a model class).
D. All horses must be presented at the Official Jog with their actual 
competition number and wearing a conventional hunter bridle, including 
noseband.
E. The judging panel for the Official Jog shall consist of the competition 
veterinarian and a minimum of one judge from the judging panels 
officiating for the class.
F. The jog surface must be level. Horses shall be evaluated from the 
side and following consultation withthe veterinarian, the decision of 
the participating judge(s) is final and binding and not subject to further 
appeal of any kind.
G. If a horse does not pass the jog; the exhibitor may request to re-
present the horse to the judge(s). The judge(s) may decide to allow the 
horse to re-present at any time up to one hour prior to the start of the 
class. The vet and one of the judges from the original panel must be 
present.

Stabling/Schooling
A. All horses competing in the Derby class must be on the competition 
grounds a minimum of 24 hours prior to the start of the first round of the 
class.

B. All horses will be monitored and must remain on the competition 
grounds until the horse is finished competing in the Derby class. Any horse 
that leaves the premises prior to completing its participation in the Derby 
class is disqualified.

C. All horses must be ridden in official horse show schooling areas unless 
competitionmanagement designates a specific schooling area for derby 
horses.

A. All riders in the top 12 overall (or their designated representative if they 
are not available) must ride for ribbons in order to receive prize money.

2. Fences must be set at 3’6” to 4’0” in height, exception option fences.

3. The course must include higher height option fences set at a minimum of 4’ 
in height. (See Star System for further details.). The number of higher height 
option fences cannot exceed four and the jump cups on those fences must be 
normal deep cups of 25-30 mm. If there is a difference in difficulty between 
any two tracks containing height options, the higher options should include 
the more inviting obstacles and be on the less difficult track.

4. The course should simulate riding over hunt country and must include 
a minimum of three of the following handy options: tight turn options, 
different tracks, clever options for jump approaches, pentype obstacles, 
hand gallop a jump, trot a lowered obstacle not to exceed 3’0” in height. 
Leading over an obstacle and opening and/or closing a gate(s) while mounted 
or not mounted is not permitted.

Finals. The term “equitation” is synonymous with “good 
riding” which is what this finals stands for. Riders will have the 
opportunity to show in The International Arena and be judged 
on their execution and style by several top horseman, some of 
which can be High Performance Riders. 

Qualifications: Invitations are automatically extended 
to winners prior to April 1 of any 2022 Winter Equestrian 
Festival (Premiere-WEF 12) USEF Hunt Seat Medal, ASPCA 
Maclay, USEF Talent Search or WIHS Overall, Hunter Phase 
or Jumper Phase equitation classes or designated classes at 
the Holiday and Horses Horse Show held November Dec 1-5, 
2021, Holiday Dec. 15-19, 2021, and the Holiday Finale held 
December 29-January 2, 2022. Previous winners of the WEF 
Equitation Championship are no longer eligible to compete. 
We will accept the top 40 riders for this final. If 40 riders 
are not entered by 4:00 P.M. on Thursday, March 31st we will 
accept riders based on their ranking using the Christy Conard 
standings. This FINAL is open to Junior members only.

Judging: The Judges panel will consist of 5 to 6 top horsemen 
designated by management. Each panel will submit a 
numerical score for Round 1 and Round 2 which will be added 
to the other panels score. One judge will judge the schooling 
area and penalize any rider with questionable practices 
from the time the horse enters the designated holding area 
and throughout the exhibition. Knowledge of USEF Jumper 
schooling rules EQ108.15 (see JP Appendix A) and good 
horsemanship may be rewarded. A negative 1 (-1), negative 2 
(-2), zero (0), plus 1 (+1), or plus 2 (+2) may be added to the 
final round 1 and round 2 score. Round 3 will be scored but not 
announced.

Procedures: All horses must remain in the designated area 
under the supervision of the Schooling Judge and the paddock 
master. Riders will be responsible for the management, warm 
up, and schooling of their own horse with the assistance 
of one (1) groom. Trainers will NOT be allowed to enter the 
designated area or competition ring throughout the exhibition.

Order of go: Order of go will be established based on the 
qualified riders ranking according to the Christy Conard 
Perpetual Standings as of the end of the day March 25, 2021.

ROUND 1: To be scored over fences. This course may include 
gymnastics, trot fences, oxers, verticles, and combinations. 
There will be no Liverpools, water jumps, or a time allowed. 
Fences will be maximum of 3’6” in height and width. Open 
numerical scores will be given by each panel of judges. The 
scores will be added for a round 1 score and then the schooling 
judge score will be awarded to make the final round 1 score. 
Judge panel #1 score will break all ties for round #2. 

ROUND 2: The top 12 riders from round 1 will return for round 
2 in reverse order from Round 1. In the event of a tie for the 
12th rider, they will both qualify for round 2. This course will be 
a minimum of 8 jumps with a maximum height and width of 
3’6” with one simple change of lead being incorporated in the 
course. The scores will be added for a round 2 score and then 
the schooling judge score will be awarded to make the final 
round 2 score. The total scores from both rounds will be added 
together to determine the top four (4) riders for round 3.  

ROUND 3: The top four (4) riders after rounds 1 and 2 will 
return the same night. In the event of a tie for the 4th rider, 
the highest score from round 2 will be the tie breaker. All four 
riders will enter the International Arena on their mounts for 
additional testing.

Please 
note that the show will not be delayed in order to reset air 
vests. Riders who choose to wear air vests are therefore 
strongly encouraged to have spare equipment (air canisters, 
tethers and entire vests) so that vests that have been inflated 
can quickly be returned to their operation. Please look for air 
canister recycling containers located at participating Air Vest 
vendors. Air vests are pemitted without a show coat ONLY if 
being worn with a color matched long sleeved collared shirt.

b. 	 Requires that nomination fees, hunter, equitation fees, processing 
fee, stabling fee or grounds fee, $35 Horse and Ambulance fee 
and USEF Drug & Administration fee or FEI Drug Fee accompany 
each entry blank. We will not accept blank checks for closing date 
payments. Entries will be processed only when accompanied by 
payment of the above fees. Make all checks payable to Equestrian 
Sport Productions, LLC. in United States Funds. Entry blanks must be 

signed by the owner or his authorized agent, trainer, riders, and/or 
coach. Acknowledgments will not be mailed. 

3.	 ENTRIES AND NOMINATIONS
a.	 Entries for all hunter and equitation classes close according 

to the above schedule. A $50 per horse post entry fee will be 
assessed if the entry is received before the show starts. After 
the show starts entries will be accepted the day of the class at 
management’s discretion. A post entry charge of $40 per class 
or $125 per hunter section per show will apply. Divisions with less 
than (4) four entries as of 4:00 p.m. the night before the division 
starts will be combined, and will remain combined regardless of 
entries received after that time. Management also reserves the 
right to combine divisions prior to their start if scratches decrease 
the number of horses competing to less than (4) four in any 
section. All entries and nominations must be completed on proper 
written forms in the office or by ShowGroundsLive online before 
4:00 p.m. the night before. Any other forms of entries will not be 
accepted. This includes text messages.

b.	 Nominations for all Jumper Sections and classes close according 
to the above schedule or as otherwise noted. Post nominations 
will be accepted after the closing date at the regular nominating 
fee plus a late charge of $125 unless otherwise stated. After 
the show starts entries will be accepted the day of the class at 
management’s discretion.

c.	 Declarations to show horses which have been nominated for the 
Jumper Division must be made during Competition Office hours 
(See Rule No. 16) and received by the Competition Secretary 
no later than 4:00 p.m. the day before the class is held unless 
otherwise noted. At management’s discretion entries received 
after 4:00 pm may be accepted and a late fee of $50 per class will 
be assessed for all classes other than Grand Prix, Challenge Cup 
and Classic declarations.

d.	 Late or improper Grand Prix/Challenge Cup/Classic declarations: 
Declarations received after the published deadline or declarations 
improperly completed will be accepted at management’s discretion. 
A penalty of $100 per $10,000 class or less; $150 per $25,000 - 
$36,000 class; $175 per $50,000 class; $200 per $75,000; $300 per 
$100,000 or more may be assessed. In the event of acceptance of a 
late declaration where a Starting Order is established, the declared 
entrant will be placed prior to the #1 position in the Starting Order.

e.	 Horses competing in classes that they have not been entered in the 
office on the official add/drop form (there is no adding at the gate) 
all adds that come off of any judge's card will be required to pay $75 
per class.

g.	 USEF & USHJA: Each horse will be charged a USEF fee of $23.00 
per competition ($15.00 Drugs & Medication, $8.00 USEF), and 
a $7.00 per horse, per competition USHJA Zone support fee. All 
owners, senior, junior, amateur, adult amateur riders, trainers and 
coaches are required to present the actual or a copies of their USEF 
/USHJA membership card to the Competition Secretary. Failure 
to present a USEF card will result in having to pay show pass fees. 
Junior and pony hunters must present their measurement cards 
at the Competition Office before numbers may be picked up. To 
speed processing, please send a copy of your card(s) with your entry 
forms. All ponies and junior hunters that do not possess a current 
measurement card must be measured prior to competing in those 
classes in which a measurement card is required. Time and place of 
measurement stations will be announced. Anyone not a member of 
USEF and/or USHJA will be charged a $45 show pass fee for USEF 
and $30 for USHJA. For membership info go to www.USEF.org or 
www.USHJA.org.
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h.	 USEF IHP Fees: All horses competing in any FEI sanctioned classes 
and all USEF Computer Ranked Grand Prix during WEF are subject to 
USEF International High Performance fee in accordance with GR207. A 
$35 per horse fee will be assessed for each horse on a per class basis.

i.	 FEI Registration Fees and Show Fees: All horses and riders competing 
in a FEI recognized competition must have a FEI Rider Registration 
Number and a Horse Registration Number. Fee is $15 per horse and 
$15 per rider annually. go to www.usef.org. A $33 FEI fee will be billed 
to any horse competing in an FEI competition. This will be in lieu of 
the $23 USEF fee.

j.	 The owner as listed on the entry form will be responsible for all entry 
fees, nomination fees, and stabling fees of all horses entered or 
nominated on the entry form. 

k.	 If necessary to meet time schedule requirements and preserve a 
balance with entries in other divisions, Management reserves the 
right to limit the number of entries in each division. If entries are 
limited, horses will be accepted based on a first come, first serve 
basis. Management also reserves the right to combine or cancel 
classes due to insufficient entries. Management reserves the right to 
revise the schedule if needed.

l.	 A fine of $150 plus collection fees will be made for all non-negotiable 
funds.  This includes checks and credit cards that are declined. This 
also includes all Disputed Charges.  If you are planning disputing a 
charge please email the detail to jglosson@equestriansport.com.  
Foreign competitors must pay in U.S. Funds

m.		 Office Fees:
	 $75 Office Fee - This will be charged to all horses per week
	 $50 Grounds Fee - all horses NOT paying a stall fee to ESP, LLC for 

any given week will be assessed this fee. 
n.	 All accounts must be settled weekly by one hour after the 

completion of competition, (unless prior arrangements are made) 
after which time a closeout fee of $10 will apply. If you leave an 
open check for your entry fees and do not come in to close out 
your bill, we will fill out the amount due and present your check for 
payment. You have until one hour after the close of the competition 
to view your bill. If you dispute any charges on your bill you must 
bring it to our attention during this time period. After this time 
period all bills will remain final. Online closeout is available. If you 
have an open balance for more than 7 days you may be prohibited 
from further showing until the balance is cleared. 

o. Show Pass Fees
	 For those exhibitors who are not current members of the USEF a 

$45 fee for USEF and $30 for USHJA will be added to each entry. 
In addition each horse regardless of whether the owner is a current 
member of the USEF or USHJA must pay a $75 horse registration 
fee to the USHJA. Forms will be available in the office. You can go to 
www.ushja.org for more information. Those exempt from these fees 
are listed in GR901.9 1-9. (Exception: USEF Academy Classes)

4.	 SCRATCHES
a.	 Horses entered in hunter sections, classes or equitation classes must 

be scratched by written notice and presented to the Competition 
Secretary. 

	 A Veterinarian Certificate is not required. This written notice must 
be in the possession of the Secretary one hour prior to the start of 
the hunter section/class scratched. When valid notice of a scratch 
is received, the entry fee will be credited less a $75 per hunter 
section/$25 per class office processing fee. Once a hunter section has 
started, horses that are not competing in classes in which they are 
entered will forfeit their fees unless the horse becomes ill or injured 

prior to the class or classes in which it is entered. In this case, in order 
to qualify for a credit, a scratch sheet must be filled out and presented 
to the Secretary. In addition, an Official Veterinarian Certificate must 
be filled out and signed by the Official Competition Veterinarian, 
certifying the illness or injury, and presented to the Secretary no later 
than one hour after the final class of the competition. Entry fees will 
then be credited less the processing fee of $75 per horse.

b.	 All classes must be scratched on the official office scratch form and 
presented to an office staff member before the start of the class. 
Any other forms of notification will not be accepted. This includes 
text messaging. Upon timely receipt of the scratch form, the entry 
fee will be credited. 

c.	 $100 of the nomination fee will be refunded to the owners of horses 
that have been scratched (scratch sheet) twenty-four hours prior 
to the start of the competition. If the horse is scratched within 24 
hours to the start of the ccompetition, an Official Veterinarians 
Certificate filled out and signed by the Official Competition 
Veterinarian and must be presented to the Secretary prior to the 
conclusion of the last class of the competition in order to obtain this 
refund. If a horse is scratched after competing in any class at the 
competition, no refund of the nominating fee will be given.

5.	 HUNTER SCORING: The open numerical hunter scoring system will 
be used. Alternate methods of judge scoring may be allowed at the 
discretion of Management.
6.	 COURTESY CIRCLE: Management reserves the right to limit the 
Courtesy Circle in Hunter and Equitation classes in accordance with USEF 
HU110.2.
7.	 HORS CONCOURS: No horses or ponies will be allowed in any 
jumper, hunter or equitation class ‘hors concours’ during the competition.
8.	 COMPETITION RING ACCESS: Horses will not be allowed in the 
competition rings for schooling before competition hours with the 
exception of warm-up days. Hand walking and Flatting of horses may be 
permitted at management’s discretion. To be posted online at.pbiec.com. 
9.	 NUMBERS:  Competitors competing without a number or with an 
incorrect number may be refused an award at Management’s discretion. 
Numbers are assigned as per the official entry form and any change 
that is not documented by a properly signed change form will be a 
misrepresentation of the identity of the entry and a violation of USEF 
rules. European Numbers are not allowed as the only number. The official 
number provided by the office must also be used.
10. 	EVENTS SCHEDULED: Management reserves the right to change 
scheduled classes at any of our venues to a different ring or venue ie. The 
Stadium for any reason, inclement weather, time constraints or any other 
reason the management decides is best for the horses’ well being and 
competition.

11.	 ATTIRE
Refer to Attire Section in the Jumper Section of this prize list
a.	 Appropriate dress is required in all classes.
b.	 Formal attire: Jumpers - As required by USEF and FEI rules. 
c.	 Formal attire: Riders are required to wear scarlet or dark coats; 

white shirts with white stock; white, buff or canary breeches and 
ASTM approved headgear See GR801.

d.	 Jumper riders may wear breeches and solid colored polo shirts 
unless otherwise noted in the prize list. 

e.	 All persons must wear properly fitted protective headgear with 
a chin strap that passes or surpasses ASTM/SEI standards while 
mounted anytime on the competition grounds. Any exhibitor may 
wear protective headgear (ATSM/SEI) and/or a protective safety vest, 
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specifically designed for use in equestrian sport competition that 
meets or surpasses the current ASTM standard in any division or class 
without penalty form the judge. The Federation recommends that the 
vest meet or surpass the current ASTM standard or be certified by the 
Safety Equipment Institute. (USEF GR 801.3, 4, 5, 6, & 7)

f.	 No mounted exhibitor may wear or carry an electronic communication 
device (i.e., cellular telephone, pager, walkie talkie, etc.) Ear buds are 
also prohibited while mounted. The penalty for wearing or carrying 
a forbidden device if observed by an official may be eliminated from 
the class during which the device was worn or carried. Exception: A 
handicapped participant may use electronic devices if, prior to the 
class, he/she presents to the USEF Steward written justification from 
treating personnel setting forth the necessity of the equipment.

12. 	AWARD CEREMONIES: Riders are required to ride for awards in all 
Classic/Grand Prix and Team competitions, unless notice of ceremony 
cancellation has been given. Failure of a rider to be present may result 
in forfeiture of all prizes won in the class. Competition management 
reserves the right to require participation in any tie-breaking procedure 
in order to determine a winner of a competition or championship. In 
Jumper divisions, the highest placement in the Classic will break the 
tie. Refusal to participate in the tie-break proceedure (if required) 
may include, but is not limited to; forfeiture of prize money and/or 
elimination from the competition. The decision of management is final.

13.	 ORDERS OF GO: Produced in accordance with Federation Rules 
JP 112 and HU125. Riders and trainers who have conflicts due to 
classes in more than one ring at the same time should see the Starter 
or Technical Coordinator so that necessary adjustments can be made. 
At no time will any ring be held up over 3 minutes due to conflicts.

14.	 STABLING
a.	 Competing out of a van or a truck parked on the competition 

grounds is prohibited. Entries are hereby warned that those caught 
unloading on Equestrian Club Drive or anywhere on grounds 
without assigned stalls may be eliminated from the competition.

b.	 All horses competing in CSIs & CSIO during the Winter Equestrian 
Festival are required to be on grounds AND stabled in the official 
FEI Stable Area according to the draft schedule for each week. 

c.	 Right of Entry to FEI Stable Area will be provided to riders, 
grooms, trainers and owners with proper credentials. Individuals 
will be issued credentials (photo ID) prior to entering the 
FEI Stable Area. Credentials may be obtained at the Exhibitor 
Services Center. 

d.	 Horses entered in CSIs & CSIO classes must wear the number 
assigned to them for the competition, at all times upon leaving the 
stable area. 

e.	 Any horse/rider combination(s) found in violation of rules 14c & 
or 14d may be disqualified from the class in which the violation 
occurred and shall forfeit the entry fee.

f.	 All NON FEI horses may begin arriving on the Monday before 
the start of competition from 8:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M. For other 
arrangements please contact the Stabling Manager.

g.	 Horses and equipment will be admitted to the Palm Beach 
International Equestrian Center between the hours of 8:00 A.M. 
and 4:00 P.M. Anyone wishing to arrive prior to the above dates 
or at some other hour must make special arrangements with the 
Stabling Supervisor. (561) 784-1134. 

h.	 WEF Boarding Packages- No refunds on any stalls or Stall 
Packages. Subletting is not permitted. Please note that no 
structures may be placed outside of the tent structures.

•	 Stalls are vinyl canvas 10' x 10' with a grass floor under a rigid 

frame tent structure. A limited amount of permanent stalls may 
be available and are assigned on a first paid first serve basis. 
Permanent stalls (if available) are wood structure with doors and 
are 10 x 12' with matted floors. Stalls may be limited and we reserve 
the right to limit the purchase of tack stalls. If this happens then 
tack stalls will NOT be available. Fees must accompany entry 
to insure reservations. First bedding is not included. Bedding 
will be available on the grounds. All trash is to be placed in the 
receptacles provided; not in the manure bins. All manure is to be 
put in the appropriate covered area provided. All above fees are 
plus 7% sales tax.

Weekly stalls must be reserved and paid in 
full by December 25. Reservations received after the deadline will 
be accepted if any stalls remain. We reserve the right to place your 
stalls any place on any ESP property depending on availability. 
(Limited availability)

•	 *Please note that ALL non FEI stabling fees and reservations (Plan 

or weekly) are due by Saturday, December 25. The reservation 
must be made on the official stabling form with signature(s) 
on the rules acknowledgement page. Please note that weekly 
reservations may be cancelled if not accompanied with entries 
received by the closing dates. See 2(a) for a list of closing dates. 
Please refer to the Equine Health Information that will be required 
for entry onto the grounds.

•	 Permanent Stalls if available will be available for use on a “show” 
basis only. From Tuesday to Sunday (No Layovers) for the price of 
$700 per stall. Permanent stalls have a compact sand floor with mats.

conclusion of each competition. 

l.	 Stall fees are not refundable under any circumstances.
m.	BMP - MANURE AND WASTE MUST BE PLACED IN THE 

DESIGNATED CONTAINER AREAS ONLY. HORSES MAY ONLY BE 
WASHED IN PERMANENT WASH AREAS PROVIDED BY ESP. FINES 
FOR NON-COMPLIANCE MAY BE APPLIED.

n. A Non-Stabling/ Grounds fee of $50 will be charged to all horses 
not paying ESP for stalls. (Subletting stalls is not allowed)

15.	 SCHOOLING CSIS & CSIO CLASSES: All schooling for these 
classes shall be held under the inspection of the Steward/Schooling 
Supervisor in the designated schooling area. Designated schooling 
areas and schooling hours will be posted in the Competition Office 
and the FEI Stable Area.

16.	 COURSES: In all jumper classes, courses may consist of any 
combination of the following: brush, gates, oxers, rails, planks, water, 
liverpool, ditch, wall and panels. In all hunter classes, fences will 
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simulate fences found in the hunting field such as: brush, wall, in-and-
out, oxer, post and rails, gate, aiken, bank and panels.
17.	 COMPETITION OFFICE HOURS 
a.	 Competition days - Opens one hour before the start of the first class 

and closes immediately following the last class or 5:00 P.M. whichever 
is later. (Unless otherwise posted.) Non Competition Days: Mondays 
closed; Tuesdays 9:00 A.M. - 5:00 P.M. Declarations for classes will 
not be accepted after 4:00 P.M. 

18. ACCOUNT SETTLEMENT & REFUND & CREDIT CARD POLICY
a.	 All accounts must be settled in full no later than one hour after the 

last class on the last day of each scheduled competition (unless 
prior arrangements are made) See Office Fees.

b	 Refund and Credit Card Policy
	 Stabling, nominating and administration fees will not be refunded 

under any circumstances. Horses entered may be scratched without 
a veterinarian’s certificate by notifying the Show Secretary in writing 
on an official scratch sheet. Written notification is received before 
the start of competition, entry fees will be refunded, less a $150 
processing fee. We encourage you or your agent/trainer to close 
out your show bill in person before the end of the show. However, 
if you do not do so in person, you automatically agree to authorize 
Equestrian Sports Productions to charge your credit card for all entry 
fees, stabling fees, etc. If you dispute a charge made by Equestrian 
Sports Productions you may not be able to show until the charge 
dispute has been resolved.

c.	 Stabling, nominating and administration fees will not be refunded 
under any circumstances. Horses entered may be scratched 
without a veterinarian’s certificate by notifying the Show 
Secretary in writing via letter, official scratch sheet, or other 
written correspondence, provided: Written notification is received 
before the start of competition, entry fees will be refunded, less 
a $150 processing fee. We encourage you or your agent/trainer 
to close out your show bill in person before the end of the show. 
However, if you do not do so in person, you automatically agree to 
authorize Equestrian Sport Productions to charge your credit card 
for all entry fees, stabling fees, etc. If you dispute a charge made 
by Equestrian Sport Productions you may not be able to show 
until the charge dispute has been resolved.

d.	 TRAINERS WILL BE HELD FINANCIALLY RESPONSIBLE FOR 
ANY CLIENTS WHO DO NOT SUBMIT VIABLE PAYMENT IN A 
TIMELY MANNER.

19.  BACK NUMBERS
a.	 One back number per horse will be assigned at the 2022 Winter 

Equestrian Festival. As per GR908.2, A signature is required on each 
entry blank for each rider that rides that horse. This signature is the 
sole responsibility of the Rider. Those found riding an entry while 
displaying a back number assigned to others from the E.S.P. show 
office, without first having the new rider’s signature attached to that 
entry, assuring the owner’s consent to ride, as well as agreeing to all 
the rules of the competition and the Federation, will be considered in 
noncompliance as described in GR908.3 and will be disqualified from 
the class, competition and will not be allowed to show in any further 
competitions until an entry blank is signed properly. Back numbers 
must be worn by the horse that has the corresponding microchip 
number. Management bears no responsibility or liability to anyone 
who has not signed the waiver. Any fines or other actions by the 
Federation, will be the full responsibility of the violator for exhibiting 
with a back number issued to others, for misrepresenting the identity 
of the entry, and for failing to sign the entry as per the rules of the 
Federation and the competition. Rider hereby agrees to this full 

responsibility and any damages that may come from this action.
20. PRIZE MONEY
a.	 Prize money will be credited to the entry’s show account after the 

results of the class winnings are posted or a check will be mailed to the 
owner at the address on the entry blank within thirty days after the 
show, thereby ending the show’s responsibility as long as all criteria 
has been met. You must provide a completed tax form containing a 
social security number or Federal TIN for the Prize Money recipient. 
If one is not provided then prize money will be withheld until one 
is provided. This number must match the prize money payee. If 
you do not denote a prize money recipient the prize money will 
automatically go to the owner. Any class that has a number of entries 
required will have the payout based on the number of on time entries. 
Classes that do not have enough entries to pay out prize money will 
either be cancelled, or run without prize money at the exhibitors 
option. FEI Prize money will be distributed to the Chefs d’Equipe 
or to the winning Owners, lessees or competitors not later than 
immediately after the last Competition of the Event provided they 
have met all their financial and other obligations to the Horse Show. 
Any excess prize money will be mailed to the prize money participant.

b.	 Prize Money Won by Foreign Competitors: Be advised that the 
U.S. Internal Revenue Service requires sporting events to withhold 
30% of prize money won in the United States. Foreign competitors 
requesting a treaty exemption need to have an Federal Taxpayer 
Identification Number (ITIN, SS#, TIN), and will be required to 
complete a form W-8BEN, W-8BEN-E indicating the Article number 
of the treaty exemption, or a form W-8ECI (no Article number 
required). If your treaty allows for a certain gross amount to be 
won before witholding is taken 30% of your prize money will be 
held on account until your total amount of prize money can be 
calculated. The forms will be available at the Show Office or can 
be downloaded at www.irs.gov. We strongly advise competitors to 
consult their tax advisor in advance of the circuit. 

c.	 Lost or stolen prize money checks will be reissued only after a 180 
day waiting period from the original check date has passed. In the 
event of unauthorized redeeming of a check, Equestrian Sport 
Productions, LLC will provide check copies to exhibitors and will 
be held harmless from the collection process.

21. FARRIER
	  No farrier other than the official competition farrier will be 

permitted to shoe on the grounds without the express permission 
of the Management. Exhibitors wishing to use another farrier must 
request a permit for that farrier at the Stabling Office 561-784-1134.

22. FEED, HAY & BEDDING
Gold Coast Feed & Nutrition is the Official provider of feed and bedding 
at the horse show. Call 561-793-4607 to place your order. NO OTHER 
VENDORS WILL BE ALLOWED TO DELIVER ON THE SHOWGROUNDS.
23. VEHICLES & DESIGNATED PARKING: 
All trucks, autos, golf carts and other motorized vehicles must be 
parked in designated areas only. To insure the safety of all exhibitors, 
any motorized vehicles (electric or gasoline) on the competition 
grounds must be operated by persons with a valid drivers license  All 
motorized vehicles must be registered with the Show Office and must 
contain a 2022 WEF Parking Decal. Any unregistered vehicle will be will 
be towed. Limited reserved parking will be available for stall holders 
only for $150 each on a first come/first serve basis. Management 
reserves the right to charge a fee for horse trailer storage. All trailer 
storage will be off site and may be restricted and or not provided at 
the discretion of management. USEF Motorized Vehicle Statement:  
Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to 
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operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not 
be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, 
but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility 
vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. 
Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above 
described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by 
an adult with a valid driver’s license. The parent/legal guardian or 
individual who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a 
minor operating a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely 
responsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting 
from that operation. Violations of this rule will be cause for penalties 
against those responsible for the child committing the offense. 
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals 
with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
The unsafe use of personal electronic transport devices, as 
determined by the competition officials and management in their 
sole discretion, that do not require a driver’s license to operate, 
including but not limited to segways, hover boards, and single 
wheeled scooters is prohibited on competition grounds. Operating 
such devices in areas where people gather may be deemed “unsafe 
use” if there is a risk of harm to others. If the operator of the device 
is a minor, the parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the 
entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating the device in 
violation of this rule is accountable and may be subject to penalties. 
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals 
with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
24. DOGS/PETS
Dogs/Pets are not permitted to be loose on competition grounds and 
must be on a leash or otherwise contained. Individuals must not lead 
dogs/pets on a leash while mounted. Dog/Pet owners failing to comply 
with this rule may be subject to penalty under Chapters 6 and 7, as 
well as issuance of warning cards. GR1301.6 Any dog/pet that is found 
loose will be detained by the show until a fine is paid. Any dog /pet 
that disrupts an exhibitor’s round will be required to pay the exhibitor 
for that round plus a $100 fine to the show. Also, please dispose of all 
dog/pet waste in the proper containers. Management reserves the 
right to evict and/or bar future entry to any dog (or pet) that displays 
aggressive behavior towards people or other animals. Dog or pet 
owners will be held financially and legally responsible for any injuries 
caused by their pets. 
25. HEALTH CERTIFICATES
Florida regulations require that all equines be covered by official 
interstate health certificates, issued by a licensed veterinarian, showing 
that the animals are free from any symptoms of any infectious or 
communicable disease. The certificate shall include the name of the 
owner and address, destination in FL, number of horses examined, 
the name, registration number(s), if any, tattoo, if any, sex, age, 
rectal temperature, color, and markings of each animal listed. Health 
certificates will become void after 30 days from issue. Heath certificates 
must show animals to be negative to an equine infectious anemia test 
withithe past 180 days. Date of test and approved laboratory must 
be shown on health certificate. Equine Rhinopneuonitis vaccination 
is not required; however, if any animal is vaccinated, it is ineligible for 
entry within 7 days of vaccination. Vehicles transporting animals must 
have certificates showing that it was cleaned and disinfected under 
veterinary supervision prior to loading. This information can be written 
on the health certificate.
26. MEDICAL WASTE
In accordance with the 1989 Federal Waste Tracking Act which restricts 
the disposal of medical waste, Bio Hazardous Medical Waste Containers 
will be provided in the stable area. All exhibitors and their agents are 

responsible for the proper disposal of this waste. Sharps will be placed 
in sharp containers provided. Anyone found discarding sharps in any 
other manner will be fined up to $250 per instance and held responsible 
for any fines or expenses incurred by management. Violations to this 
rule will be dealt with very seriously. Improper disposal of sharps poses 
a serious health threat to anyone who may come in contact with it. 
Please make sure that anyone who handles these sharps on your behalf 
are aware of the responsibility involved. Neither ignorance or language 
will excuse fine enforcement. If you need additional containers or any 
assistance with the disposal of sharps, please ask the office or a member 
of the staff. Only those stabled on-site are able to use our sharps 
containers. Dumping sharps from Off-Site barns or stalls will not be 
tolerated. Thank you for your cooperation.
27. LIABILITY
a.	 Equestrian Sport Productions, LLC, Gold Coast Feed, Grand Prix 

Village at the Equestrian Club, Wellington Equestrian Partners, LLC., 
Littlewood Fences, Inc., Palm Beach International Equestrian Center, 
and their officials, sponsors and employees will not be responsible 
for any accident or loss which may occur to any exhibitor, spectators, 
guest, rider, groom, attendant or other employee, animal or 
equipment at any of the competition.

b.	 FL Senate Bill 1658 Equine Zero Liability Statute: Warning — Under FL 
Law an equine activity sponsor or equine professional is not liable for 
an injury to, or the death of, a participant in equine activities resulting 
from the inherent risk of equine activities. Also see FL Equine Activity 
Statute - FL Statutes Title XLV TORTS Chapter 773 Equine Activities.

c.	 “All owners and competitors are personally responsible for damages 
to third persons caused by themselves, their employees, their agents 
or their horses. They are therefore strongly advised to take out third-
party insurance providing full coverage for participation in equestrian 
events at home and abroad, and to keep the policy up to date.”

28. DISPUTES
Should any question arise that is not provided for in the rules, the same 
shall be referred to the competition committee whose decision shall 
be final. In exceptional circumstances, together with the approval of 
Chefs d’Equipe and Ground Jury the OC reserves the right to modify 
the schedule in order to clarify any matters or matters arising from an 
omission or due to unforeseen circumstances. Any such changes must 
be notified to all competitors and officials as soon as possible and they 
must be reported to the Secretary General by the Foreign Judge.
29. WEF GENERAL & ANIMAL WELFARE POLICY:
Upholding the welfare of the horses exhibited here is of primary concern 
to Equestrian Sport Productions, LLC. We require that all horses be 
treated with kindness, respect and compassion and never be subject 
to mistreatment. Owners, trainers, riders and grooms, or their agents, 
must use reasonable care in the handling and treatment of their horses, 
whether owned or placed in their care for competition or for any other 
purpose. At all times for horses competing at the WEF we will provide 
for the continuous well-being of the horse by vigorously enforcing the 
rules of the U.S. Equestrian, Inc. which pertain to the welfare of the horse. 
Exhibitors are cautioned that GR839 (which defines the Federation 
policy on abuse), GR843 (which pertains to Poling), and GR803 (which 
pertains to the Use of Whips), will be strictly enforced. Any handling 
and veterinary treatment should ensure the health and welfare of 
the horse. High standards of nutrition, health, sanitation and safety 
shall be encouraged and maintained at all times. Adequate provision 
will be made for ventilation, feeding and watering and maintaining a 
healthy environment. Any method of riding and training should take 
into account the horse as a living entity, and must not include any 
technique considered to be abusive. The well being of the horse must be 
considered above the demands of the breeders, trainers, riders, owners, 
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dealers, organizers, sponsors or officials. Violators are subject, under the 
above rules, to elimination from competition and to protest or charge 
with resulting formal proceedings which may result in severe fines, 
suspensions or other penalties. To affirm the sport of show jumping 
to the general public in a positive, humane light, and eliminate those 
training methods which may be misconstrued, we are maintaining the 
following policy for all horses competing in the WEF starting one half 
hour before the first scheduled class of the competition and continuing 
until the last scheduled class of the competition is completed
30.	POLING & OFF-SETS
Manual poling and the use of bamboo offsets are prohibited for all horses 
competing in the WEF. Any rider, trainer, groom or any other person who is 
in violation of the rules set forth above will be fined $500 for each incident 
and may be suspended from further competition for the duration of the 
scheduled competition starting from the time of the incident. Any horse 
upon which a violation of the manual poling and/or use of bamboo off-sets 
rule is perpetrated will be suspended from competition for the duration of 
the scheduled competition. All entry fees for the classes entered during the 
suspended period of the horse in question will be forfeited.
31. COMPORTMENT
Exhibitors are notified that any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the 
Judges or Officials on the part of any owner, rider, trainer, family member, 
or groom may disqualify the horse and the owner will forfeit all entry and 
other fees. Management reserves the right to evict any person that is 
violating ESP Covid-19 Protocols while on the show grounds.
32. HARD HAT RULE
It is compulsory for all persons at Federation licensed hunter, jumper 
or hunter/jumper competitions when mounted anywhere on the 
competition grounds, to wear properly fastened protective headgear 
which meets or exceeds ASTM (American Society for Testing and 
Materials)/SEI (Safety Equipment Institute) standards forequestrian 
use and carries the SEI tag. It must be properly fitted with harness 
secured. It is compulsory for riders in Paso Fino classes, both open and 
breed restricted including Hunter Hack, where jumping is required and 
when jumping anywhere on the competition grounds to wear properly 
fastened protective headgear which meets or exceeds ASTM (American 
Society for Testing and Materials)/SEI (Safety Equipment Institute) 
standards for equestrian use and carries the SEI tag. It must be properly 
fitted with harness secured. A Show Committee must bar riders with 
out protective headgear from entering the ring for classes in which 
protective headgear is required and may bar any entry or person from 
entering the ring if not suitably presented to appear before an audience. 
The Competiton will uphold all rules listed under GR801.
33. COMBINING & SPLITTING
Sections that are scheduled as split sections will be combined following 
current USEF rules. All USEF Federation rules for combining Rated 
sections will be in affect. If you are interested in sponsorship contact 
show management the day before the section is started to avoid last 
minute changes. The show will be in compliance of HU 116 and HU 112-118. 
Please note classes will not be re-divided after close of entries at 4 P.M. 
the day before the section starts. Any entry and accepted after the 
closing time will not be calculated in the minimums for splitting.
34. CHAMPION & RESERVE
Champion and Reserve Champion will be awarded in all Hunter Sections. 
The awards will be made to two of the four horses that have acquired 
the most points in the over fences classes. In addition to these points, 
only those four horses shall receive full points for ribbons won in the 
Under Saddle Class. Points will be awarded on the basis of 10, 6, 4, 2, 1, ½ 

for 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, 6th places respectively. All classes are full point 
classes, except MODEL classes which are ½ point classes. Champion and 
Reserve Champion will be awarded in all Jumper sections on the basis of 
points in accordance with JP110.2, Ties to be broken by Highest Placing 
in the Classic. A Champion and Reserve Champion will be awarded in the 
Equitation Section and in accordance with EQ106.86.a with the top two 
riders with the most points being eligible.
35. PROTEST
Any exhibitor lodging a protest must first deposit $200 for USEF 
Members or $300 for Non-Members with the Show Secretary, or 
Steward which sum will be forfeited to the show if the same is not 
sustained. All protests must be addressed to the Show Secretary or 
Steward and made in writing, signed by the protester, and filed with the 
Show Secretary, Show Manager or Show Steward within 48 hours. Funds 
must be payable to USEF. Protests may also be files with the Federation 
Hearing Committee as outlined in GR603.1.
36. SAFESPORT
GR1303 Safe Sport Requirements 
Consistent with the mission statement of the Federation, the welfare 
of equestrian participants, especially minors, is of paramount concern. 
When any member — athlete, participant, trainer, coach, organizer, 
official, volunteer, or staff member — is subjected to or engages in 
abuse or misconduct, it undermines the mission of the Federation and 
is inconsistent with the best interests of equestrian sport and of the 
athletes the Federation serves. The Safe Sport Policy and U.S. Center 
for Safe Sport’s Code have been created to protect all athletes from 
misconduct they may experience within sport. The education and 
training of all participants in equestrian sport is crucial to the protection 
of athletes, reporting of misconduct, and eradication of abuse in our 
sport. The U.S. Center for SafeSport (Center) is the first and only national 
organization of its kind focused on ending all forms of abuse in sport. 
As an independent non-profit headquartered in Denver, CO, the Center 
provides consultation to sport entities on prevention techniques and 
policies, while developing best practices and educational programs 
focused on promoting athlete wellbeing and putting an end to abuse 
in sports. The Center also provides a safe, professional, and confidential 
place for individuals to report sexual abuse. 
The Federation Safe Sport Policy defines a “Federation Participant” 
as any Federation member, or non-member, who participates in or 
attends a Federation Licensed Competition or sanctioned event. The 
Federation’s Safe Sport Policy can be found at www.usef.org and the 
U.S. Center for SafeSport Code can be found at www.safesport.org
37. AIR VESTS
Air vests are allowed (and encouraged) in all disciplines. For Hunter and 
Equitation Classes. Judges are instructed not to deduct point for the use of 
an air vest.
Please note that the show will not be delayed in order to reset the air vests. 
Riders who choose to wear air vests are therefore strongly encouraged to 
have spare equipment (air canisters, tethers, and entire vest) so that the vests 
that have been inflated can quickly be returned to their operation.  Please 
look for canister reclycling containers located at participating air vest vendors.
38. ESP COVID-19 PROTOCOLS
ESP Covid-19 Protocals are posted on our website at www.pbiec.coth.
com. Those protocols and rules are a fluid document and may change 
due to National, State, Local, and CDC Guidelines.  Everyone who enter 
the showgrounds agrees to follow all ESP covid-19 protocols and rules. 
There will be no exceptions.
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A horse inspection will be scheduled for each week in which FEI 
competitions are held. Rider’s will be notified and notice will be 
posted in the competition office 24 hours before.

These will be carried out in accordance with the “Veterinary 
Regulations”, Art. 1011 & the discipline rules.

“General Regulations”, 22nd Edition, effective 1 June 2007 will apply:

Art. 139.1
Every horse entered for any competition at CNs or ClMs (see 
Appendix D) in a foreign country (see GRs 141.2), and all horses 
entered for other Cls, ClOs, Championships, Regional and Olympic 
Games, whether at home or in foreign countries (see GRs 141.2), must 
have an official, valid FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved 
by the FEI and accompanied by an FEI Recognition Card and, when 
applicable, an FEI registration number, as a means of identification 
and to establish ownership.

Art. 139.2
Horses taking part in CNs and ClMs (see Appendix D) in their country 
of residence are not required to have such a passport as is mentioned 
in paragraph 1. All such horses must be properly registered and 
identifiable and, unless there is no national requirement for equine 
influenza vaccination in the host country and in the country of origin 
all horses must have a valid vaccination certificate.

EQUINE INFLUENZA VACCINATION,
Vet. Regs. Annex VII (except events taking place in NZL & AUS)

All horses and ponies for which an FEI Passport, or a National 
Passport approved by the FEI has been issued, must have the 
vaccination section endorsed by a veterinarian, stating that it has 
received two injections for primary vaccination against equine 
influenza, given between 1 and 3 months apart. In addition, a booster 
injection must be recorded as having been given within each 
succeeding 6 months, subsequent to the second injection of the 
primary vaccination. None of these injections must have been given 
within the preceding 7 days including the day of the competition or 
of entry into the competition stables.

The above are the minimum requirements for influenza vaccination. 
Both primary and first and subsequent booster injections should 
be given according to the manufacturer’s instructions which will fall 
within the stipulation of the FEI ruling.

SAMPLING FOR PROHIBITED SUBSTANCES 
(Vet. Regs. Chapter V & VI and Annex IV)
Regular sampling is carried out in CCI3*/4*, CSIs (3*, 4*, 5*), CIOs, 
World Cup Qualifiers and Finals, Championships and Games, whereas 
at other CIs sampling is recommended. When testing takes place, 

the number of horses tested is at the discretion of the Testing 
Veterinarian/Veterinary Delegate; however, a minimum of three is 
recommended (Vet. Regs. Art. 1016).

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ENTRY OF HORSES/PONIES

Date of test and approved laboratory must be shown on health 
certificate. Equine Rhinopneuonitis vaccination is not required; 
however, if any animal is vaccinated, it is ineligible for entry within 
21 days of vaccination. Vehicles transporting animals must have 
certificates showing that it was cleaned and disinfected under 
veterinary supervision prior to loading. This information can be 
written on the health certificate.
